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MINUTES

PIERRE CITY PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING

COMMISSION ROOM

Monday, July 26th, 5:15 P.M.
Members present were: Mike Kelley, Vern Bump, Dave Templeton, Norm Konechne, Stacy Bartlett, and Bill Markley.
Staff members present: Sharon Pruess and John Childs.
Guests present: Milt Morris and Kevin Reinhart.
Chairperson Mike Kelley called the meeting to order at 5:13 p.m. Bartlett made a motion seconded by Templeton to approve the minutes of the 6/28/ 2010 meeting.  Approval was unanimous.  Motion carried.  
First on the agenda was the Final Plat & Plans –Lots 1-11, Heritage Ridge Addition, Blocks 2-7, Baird’s Second Addition, City of Pierre. Petitioner – Morris Inc.   Sharon Pruess, City Planner, began by updating the board on the development proposal. Morris Inc. has purchased the undeveloped portions of Prairie Vista Estates from Louie VanRoekel.  Morris Inc. proposes to develop a portion of the property into 22 single-family residential lots.  The first phase is proposed to include Lots 1-11 and the second phase to include Lots 12-22.  The lot sizes range from approximately 11,000 sq. ft. to 40,000 sq. ft  The lots are currently zoned One-Family Residential District A and no rezoning is proposed. The projected land use map in the comprehensive plan identifies the area south of Fourth Street as an area for residential development.  The plans indicate that the lots will be served by City sewer, water, electric and storm sewer. The 60’ sanitary sewer easement needs all weather access for the Vactor truck to access existing manholes. The developer has submitted a petition to vacate existing lots, blocks, alleys and streets from the late 1800’s in order to replat the property more in line with the topography.   The geotechnical review from American Technical Services indicates that lots in the vicinity of Lots 20 & 21 and 15 & 16 be allowed to settle for a minimum of a year after grading.  The report indicates that Lots in the vicinity of 9 & 12-21be further analyzed for slope stability prior to home construction.  The final plan set noted that mechanical slope stabilization for the cul-de-sac region is under design with the recommendation of the geotechnical engineer.  The staff has requested an updated opinion letter from the geotechnical engineer for Phase II based upon the mechanical slope stabilization planned for the cul-de-sac.  The proposed land use fits in with the area and is in compliance with the projected land use in the comprehensive plan.  The area is suitable for residential development and services are available from trunk lines for sewer and water.
Pruess noted that the City staff had met with the developer that morning and there were several items that needed to be addressed on the plan sheets.  Staff recommended final approval of the plat and plans conditioned upon plan revisions that were discussed at the meeting that morning.  Bump asked what plan items needed to be addressed.  Pruess said the plans needed revisions as follows: one set of project stationing for all improvements, storm sewer revisions, erosion control revisions, and updates on quantity sheets.  Bartlett made a motion to recommend approval of the plat and plans for Lots 1-11, Heritage Ridge Addition conditioned upon revisions to the final plan set as requested by staff.   Markley seconded the motion.  Approval was unanimous.  Motion Carried.
With no further business to address, Bartlett made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Markley seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 5:17 p.m.
