Constructing New General Aviation
 Aircraft Hangars

Thank you for your interest in building a new hangar at Pierre Regional Airport.

A new hangar area was constructed in 2009 which is available for immediate occupancy.  This area has 14 new hangar lots with the following sizes:

Seven 50x50 hangar spaces, four spaces for 60x60 hangars and three spaces for 80x80 corporate hangar spaces.  A concrete apron with drainage has been provided for all hangar spaces.

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Approval Process

 The following information will guide you through the process of developing a new hangar at PIR.  
Contact the Airport Manager to determine available site locations.  Once a site is selected a Notice of Proposed Construction or Alteration Form (7460-1) must be completed and submitted to the FAA for approval.  It may take up to 90 days to receive FAA approval.   
New buildings or alterations to existing buildings on airport property require a building permit from the City.  
Submit a copy of the FAA approval and City Building permit to Airport Manager who will prepare a land lease.  The lease rate for FY2012 is .1423 cents per square foot for the building footprint and an apron 9’ deep that is as wide as the new hangar building.  The lease rental rate will be adjusted up or down annually based on the Consumer Price Index (CPI).
Once a lease has been approved by the City Commission, the Airport Manager will issue gate cards to access the secure hangar area.

Upon completion of these steps, you may begin construction.  Please adhere to the Minimum Construction Standards for Aircraft Hangars section of this document.
Hangar Minimum Construction Standards 

Hangars shall be constructed in accordance with the most current City Building Codes as outlined on the Building Permit.  Basic construction shall be a metal covered commercial type building. 
Apron 

A nine foot concrete apron shall be installed by the hangar owner that covers the 9’ required setback of the new hangar to the existing concrete apron.  New apron shall be as wide as the new hangar.  The apron shall have a minimum of 8” inches of P-209 compacted road base material and a minimum 5 ½ inches of 4000 psi concrete reinforced with #4 Rebar two foot on center.  Expansion joint shall be tied to the existing concrete apron.
Framing

All framing shall be of metal or dimensioned lumber, or pole type provided it meets city building code specifications.
Exterior Walls
Exterior finish shall be high-rib metal panel, using a minimum 26 gauge steel with a permanent maintenance free coating.  Exterior color shall be either white or earth-tone color.  Color must be approved by the Airport Manager.  All hangars in a hangar row shall be of the same color.  No exterior wood finishes including door and window framing is allowed.
Roof

Metal buildings shall be constructed with a high-rib panel metal roof with a maximum 2:12 pitch.  No flat or barrel roofs are allowed.  All hangars in a hangar row shall have the same roof pitch and alignment.

Floor

Hangar floor shall be reinforced concrete.  Floor elevations are available for hangars built within the design limits.  
Doors

All hangars must have a bi-fold, hydraulic type, or vertical bi-fold door or similar door that does not block the access to adjacent hangars.  Pedestrian doors shall be metal clad.
Utilities

Electric, gas, water, sewer and telephone utilities are located close to hangar development sites.   All utilities shall be installed underground to the hangar at the builder’s expense.  Proposed locations for utilities must have prior approval by the Airport Manager.  All wiring and plumbing shall meet commercial codes and standards. 

Construction Standards

Plans must be certified by an engineer.
Construction must be completed within six months of signing a lease.
During construction the owner/builder will keep the site free of debris and ensure that all building materials are secured to prevent aircraft hazards.  Construction trailers must be parked away from aircraft taxi areas to prevent incursions.  

A representative of Pierre Regional Airport or the City of Pierre reserves the right to inspect and reject any phase of construction.  

Clean up and Reclamation

A covered dumpster or other suitable covered receptacle shall be placed on site prior to construction and shall be used for all waste material.  All disturbed areas including utility trenches, must be compacted, covered with topsoil, seeded and compacted again.  The builder/owner is responsible for any damage caused by contractor or subcontractor vehicles.
